Honiton Lace Taster Workshop 7t April Lace Day

From Barbara

This workshop will be a small sampler introduction to Honiton Lace. Reference: The Lace Guild Honiton booklet.
* Honiton pillow or round domed cookie pillow approximately 45cm.

* If you have Honiton bobbins, bring ten pairs

* Thread: Egyptian cotton 120/2

* Thread: For coarse thread sewing cotton 40 or 50

* Pins: find small headed pins, 26-30mm x 0.53 or 0.65

* Cover cloths x4 (i.e. mens handkerchiefs in dark blue or green)

* Scissors - one small sharp and one small blunt

* Needle pin

I shall bring: Honiton bobbins wound with Egyptian cotton 120/2
Mettler thread 40 for coarse thread
Needle pin with eyes out
Pricking



If anyone wishes to make own Honiton Pillow, Susanne Thompson's book, Introduction to Honiton has good

instructions.
